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The Town of Middlebury submits the following report concerning the townôs status and 

compliance with the towns Stormwater Management Plan (MS4). This Report is required 

to meet the State of Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection requirements 

as outlined in the General Permit for the Discharge of Stormwater from Small Municipal 

Separate Storm Sewer Systems, section (i) Reporting & Record Keeping Requirements. 
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History:  
 

The town of Middlebury started its stormwater plan during the winter of 2002/2003 to 

meet a projected implementation date of April 2003. The town finished writing the plan 

after receiving a final copy of the requirements after January 9, 2004. The State of 

Connecticutôs Department of Transportation plan was used as an outline for the town 

plan. The town plan was written in a draft format and then given to the following 

personnel for review; Edward St. John, First Selectmen and Director of Public Works; 

Thomas Gormley, Chairman Conservation Commission; Deborah Seavey, Wetlands 

Enforcement Officer; Daniel Norton, Forman Department of Public Works; Michael J. 

Angieri PE, Consulting Engineer; Thomas Oôloskey, Building Inspector; John Calabrese 

PE, Consulting Engineer; and Jean Donagan, Zoning Officer. 

 

During this first year the above town personnel spent many hours writing and reviewing 

the towns Stormwater Management Plan (MS4). Since the start of this project the town 

departments have continued to work together to eliminate illicit discharges. The town 

understands that clean water and environment are an essential part of public health and 

the health of Long Island Sound. 

 

A legal notice was posted in the Waterbury Republican American on Thursday June 10, 

2004 to inform the public that copies of the Stormwater Management Plan were available 

for comment. Copies of the MS4 plan were made available at the town hall and library. 

The town did not receive any public comment. The town annually advertises that reports 

are available for public review. 

 

The town chose to work with the Naugatuck Valley Council of Governments to find a 

firm to perform the annual water quality monitoring portion of the plan. The Council 

recommended two firms. The town continues to work with the firm Nafis & Young to 

perform the annual monitoring. 

 

The town continues to submit annual stormwater reports to the State for review, and to 

date has received no negative comments. Copies of past years reports are available for 

review in the town clerkôs office. 

 

In previous years to help the reader of this report understand what actions the town had 

undertaken since 2004 in regards to the town MS4 plan the information contained in the 

compliance area had been broken down by section and year. The information from 

previous years was brought forward without changing the wording, this was done so the 

reader may have a full understanding of what took place at that time. Year one of this 

MS4 plan is 2004 and runs consecutively through 2009; example Goal year 1 = 2004, 

Goal year 2 = 2005 etc. This was not done this year for a number of reasons. Including 

publishing this report because it is late and in an effort to save man-hours. 
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Compliance: 
Overview of 2008 activities; 

 

In the summary of planned stormwater activities during the past reporting cycle the town 

stated that storm drainage would be replaced in the Janet Drive area. The old drainage 

system was causing a ravine to be created. The discharge now consists of a drop catch 

basin which causes the water to loss its energy. When the water exits the drop catch basin 

it enters a rock lined swale were a large ravine once existed. The pictures on the front 

cover of this report are the before and after pictures of this corrective work.  

 

As the above example shows the town continues take corrective action to storm drain 

systems as they are discovered as required under section 6.1.5 of the town MS4 plan. 

 

The town completed its annual road sweeping program in April. The town then re-swept 

town roads to collect any sand and other debris placed in the street by residents. 

Sweeping around town buildings and sand removal from the town greenway, along state 

rte. sixty-four also was completed in April .

3.2.1 Town Policy regarding non-stormwater discharge. 

 

Employees of the towns Public Works Department and Water Pollution Control 

Department made periodic inspections of catch basins while performing routine matters. 

No issues were found 

 

3.2.2 Storm sewer map 

 

The town continues to update the stormwater map as outfalls are repaired. The data 

pertaining to repair work for 2008 was not collected as in previous years do to manpower 

issues. The missing outfall locations should be collected in the spring of 2010, which will 

provide the town with a complete and accurate map of all town outfalls. 

 

 

3.2.3 Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination    

 

For the fourth year the town has performed the sampling required by the stormwater plan. 

In addition testing of Hop Brook for the second year at its entry and exit point at the town 

borders took place and the results of all tests are located in Appendix ñAò. Data sheets for 

Hob Brook are at the end of the monitoring date and are labeled ñadditionalò. The 

purpose of testing the brook at its entry and exit to the town is to determine if the town is 

adding significantly to any E.Coli pollution. It is understood that there are many variables 

to this type of testing but the results give the town a baseline for the future. 

The locations of the brook sampling are as follows; Hopbrook area #1, town line with 

Watertown; Hopbrook brook side trail, where Hopbrook crosses Rte. 63 and enters 

Hopbrook federal flood control project park. Pump Station # 5 is located at the corner of 

Rte. 63 and Country Club Road. The sample was taken on the South side of Country Club 

road were the brook enters the Hopbrook federal flood control project.

5.2.1 Requirements for structural and non-structural BMPôs 

The repair or upgrade of stormdrains in the town; the town will continue to install deep 

sump catch basins to collect debris before they can enter wetlands and streams where 

ever practical. The townôs Conservation Commission is requiring the installation of 
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separators on new developments to help prevent floatables, sediment and oil from 

entering the storm drain system or being discharged to wetlands.

6.3 Street Sweeping Program 

Continue the present street sweeping program. This program is to sweep as soon as 

possible after snowmelt. The town sweeps known problem areas after heavy rainstorms 

to prevent any further debris from entering the stormwater system. The town also sweeps 

roads at town construction sites to minimize sediment entering the stormwater system.

The town will continue the policy of cleaning catch basins as outlined in the town catch 

basin cleaning policy.

Summary of planned stormwater activities during the next 

reporting cycle 

 
The town has no plans at this time to under take any large storm drainage projects other 

than maintenance of the system and repairs as needed. 

Some upgrades to the drainage system at the town swimming area are planned. 

 

 

 

Changes in any identified measurable goals or implementation 

dates that apply to the program elements. 
 

Changes in Identified goals are as follow: 

 

Section 1.1 called for Electronic media to be available at the public Library. The town 

has met this goal. 
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Section 1.4 called for the purchase of storm drain marking kits. The kits have been 

purchased. The plan called for installing the kits in 2008, which did not happen.  

Hopefully they can be installed in the fall of 2009 or spring of 2010. 

 

3.2.2 Storm sewer map. The plan called for all outfall information to be collected in the 

urbanized areas of town during year two of the plan. Originally this was delayed due to 

construction in some of the urbanized areas. Construction in the urbanized area was 

finished during the 2008 construction season. The Town tries to collect the GPS data in 

the spring before leaves appear on the trees.  This means collection of this data will take 

place in the spring of 2009. The remaining data consists of the ten or so remaining 

outfalls and catch basins installed during the construction. 

 

Section 4 as a whole: The town Zoning and Conservation board continues to review and 

update regulations, this is an ongoing process. The boards are discussing one section of 

their regulations at a time. This is taking longer than hoped for but the town in being 

thorough in its work. 
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
